BTN Turbo tips. What kills a turbo?

Don’t always assume the turbo has failed. Before replacing it, check for faults in 

the fuel, air, exhaust and oil systems. Turbo problems are nearly always oil-related: 

contamination by fuel, water or incorrect oil, or starvation due to leaks, blockages or 

not priming the turbo. BTN Turbo FitKits include an oil filled injector to ‘pre-prime’ the 

turbo, minimising the risk of oil starvation on engine start-up.

How to correctly identify a turbo

Make sure you get the right replacement, first time. Check  
the label or nameplate on the turbo’s outer casing for:
1.  The turbo model or type number
2.  The turbo or vehicle manufacturer’s part number or assembly number
If you can’t find this information, please help us identify the correct turbo by telling us 
the application, engine make and size and vehicle’s year of registration
